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Abstract

This research is aimed at studying the nature of man, according to the
concepts of philosophers in general and of Islam in particular in terms of comparative
study. This involves Charles Darwin’s theory and his concepts of the first creation of
man and that of Islam.

To fulfil Ithe goal, the author uses the Qur’anic exegeseys and Hadith as well
as other materials related to this topic. The writing of Dr. Mahmud Uthman (1987) and
that of Dr. Mahfuz Ali Azam (1986) will be the sources of the research. For, the former
has dicussed about the concepts of modern materialism and the Islamic attitﬁde, while
the latter has focussed on the theory of evolution in Islamic perspective in terms of
comparative study.

It is accepted that the nature of man, according to the concepts of materialistic
philosophers, is only the atom or just the physical. This includes the systems of senses
and Imind. But the Id'ealisrn have the idea that man is composed of two parts, i,e, the
soul and body. Tt is believed that the soul is more important than the body, because it is
the real subsfance of man, for the body is constantly changing, it brings us sometimes
happiness and sadness. Islam sees the nature of man, compartively speaking, has a core

of the two things, between Materialism and Idealism.



The first creation of man, according to Darwin’s theory, probably can be
concluded as man physically is the same as the Ape Man, which is tollaly different
from the concept of the first creation in Islam. This is due to the fact that the Qur'an
and Hadith are the basic study on the first creation of man through which man has been

created by Allah from mud through different stages.
