"~ The data in the analyms of Buddhadasa Bh1kkhus concept of Anatta was drawn
from both pnmary and secondary sources. The pnmary source included the Thai version
of the Scripture and the works of Buddhadasa Bhikkhu. The secondary source included
the commentaries, sub-commentaries and texts written by contcmporary Buddhist.

The research revealed that no single conditioned thing can by properly called '
Atta' since all Fhings in th'e phenomenal world fall within the Chain of Cause and
Effect. "Anatta’ , on the other hands, is the state of detachment,being without belief and
self graspmg. Chngmg to a belief and the Sclf will ]cad to suffering.

In addition, it was found that Buddhadasa Bhlkkhus concept of Anatta was the
same as that in the Scripture. However, Buddhadasa Bhikkhu's explanatlon of Anatta

was less esoteric and thus easier to understand than that in the Scripture.
