This research was intended to investigate the logical relationships between the
radio-news reception behavior of Betong residents in Changwat Yala and thé languages
spoken in their families, as conditioned by the control variables : sex, age, religious
denomination, educational level, and cocupation.

The éamﬁfeééelédt;ed"by a inﬁ]tisfagé sampling wers 400 peopls who wera®
15-B9 years old. The data were collected by an interview schedule and then analyzed with
SPSS/PC™ statistical package for frequency distribﬁtion, percentage, pércelitage differenice,
bivariate Chi-Square test, hierarchioal loglinear analysis, and elaboration analysis. The
findings were as follows:

1. Radio was an information source from which Betong residents least received

general information or listened to news programs compared with television, newspaper, and

personal media.



2. Only 52.5% of the samples studied listened to radio news, while 47.5% did not,
Among the audiences, th.e number of those listened to Thailand Radio Station at Betong
was highest; followed by those listened to Thailand Radio Station at Yala and the Mass
'Cc;mmunicatibn Organiz.aﬁén: of Thailan-d's Radio Station at Yala, corisecutively. Véry small. |
number of the audiences listened to Malaysia's radio stations. The radio audiénces who
were highly frequent but spent shorter time to listen to the news were mainly the people
who used Malay dialect together with Thai to communicate in the family, followed by thoss
who used Thai, Chinese together with Thai, Chinese, and Malay dialsct, respectively.

3. In the hypothesis testing, it was found that the relationship between
languages spo_ken in the femily and the people's reception behavior of radio news was
a placebo effect that was influenced by extraneous vaxiabl;as .: sex, age, educational level,
‘teligious denomination, and_occupation; and the relationsﬁip was a specification relation
~“when religious denomination and occupation were ccntfolléc‘i'.." The interésting issus was® -
when religious denomination was controlled, the number of radio-news audiences was
higher when Thai language was one of the means of communication in the family.

This relationship was more distinctive among the Muslim than the Buddhist audiences.
