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Abstract

This thesis aims to study the narration in Ussiri Dhammachoti’'s two
juvenite novels; Lok Si Nam-ngoen and Mahakam Nai Thongthung. It is found
that the outstanding feature of the two literary works lies in narrative components,
which give solace to the reader and render intellectual as well as emotional
learning experiences relating to ihe youth’s, through the misery and happiness in
the rustic way of life. The author implicitly conveys messages based on his
primary concerit over leaining, relationshin hetween life and nature, as well as
justice in the society. The narrative components — plots, themes, narrators and
points of view, characters, seltings, dialogues, and symbolism - are judiciously
interwoven through carefully and well wrouglht language, on the level of wording
choice and sentence structure.

Lok Si Nam-ngoen focuses on the narrator playing the role of the
protagonist. The narrator’s point of view reflects experiences, which encourage
imtellectual growth and enhance virtues amid nature backgrounds of the seaside
village, time settings — the daylime and seasons, together with cutural scenes. The
beauty of life in this “blue world”, the colorful sea world, serves ac the symbol
giving a sense of exciternent. In Mahakam Nai Thongthung, the uncharacterized,

omniscient narrator reveais the viewpoint of the protagonist, presented in a scries
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of events. Highlighted in the novel, happiness and learning through play,
equivalent in values to the festival — Mahakam, are associated with nature scenes
in the time seftings of seasons, and cultural context of the farmer’s way of life in
the rural area of the central part. Besides, the author also portrays problems that
the youth should realize. It can be said that the narration significantly contribute

to aesthetic and ethical values of these two literary works
