ABSTRACT

This thesis aims at investigating the Jjuvenile
problems as depicted in the novels of Botan in terms
of the characteristics and behaviors of the characters,
the problems as well as thelr causes.

It is found that in Botan’s nine novels the
young characters are recurrently depicted as aggressive
and Jjealous. Juvenile problems are the direct consequences
of some social problems which include the problems of
deserted children, drugs abuse, child prostitutes, and
deteriorated residential areas. Personal problens
involving jealousy, selfishness, ambition and self-
assertion also lead Lo juvenile problems. These
problematic behaviors of the young are the resulbs of
their rearing conditions, social problems and unpleasant

environments.
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
