The understandable:, realistic,
typical behavior of all characters may be axicmatic and a good
example for youngsters to pursue. Such characters' behavior can
arouse and shape the youngster's conscience. Conflicts and
reasonable solutions to problems are based on real experiences

generally faced by all. Such experlences are suitable to atimulate
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youngsters with lesser experience to learn more earnestly and
thoroughly about life and about whali is going on in life.
