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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to sdy the strocture of the nows narrating,
langnage elements, and narrative techniques in “Siangnok Siangka™ radio programme as well
as to study the narrator’s purposes and attitudes as reflected in the news content.

The informalion was taken froin 100 tape scripts of the programme which was aired [rom
Monday —Saturday between October 2000 — October 2001,

Tt was found that Thuan Thaksin was successful in his narrating because he used
news structure and language elements which were appropriate to the news content.
Furthermore, he was able to persuade listeners to think constructively., Through news
nasrating which was entertaining, mformative, and thought provoking, he could be considered
a socially conscientious mass media correspondent.

The structure of the news narrating consisted of 3 paris: beginning, body, and
ending. First, for governmental news, Thuan Thaksin began by referring to the source of the
information or informants, and then the news content. In other kinds of ncws he narrated it
without referring 1o the source and might add his own opinions. Second, in the news body,
he narrated it chronologically, showing the problem and police officers’ procedure while
adding his opinions. He also used dialogues for impersonation of those in the news. Third,
tor most news he ended it with commentaries, suggestions, and observations without blalﬁing
the wrong doer; instead, he tried to suggest preventive measures or solutions.

As for language ¢loments, these werce outstanding characteristics in making the

news colorful and persuasive: 1) for language level, the narrator used informal style, simple
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diction, dialects, and slangs, 2) for sentence types, he used all kinds-- statements, questions,
negatives, requests or persuasion and mixed types, 3) figures of speech included similcs,
metaphors, and hyperbole in order to help convey emotions and thought.

The narrative technigues could be analyzed as follows: 1) the description of facts
was detailed, straighiforward, and factual, starting with day and time of the incident, location,
and information aboul the persons in the news, 2) opinions and criticism were found mostly
in the beginning and the end of the news, and 3) humor was used to reduce stress.

Thuan Thaksin’s attitude could be analyzed as follows: 1) the causes of problems
were people’s moral weakness and unconstructive values, 2} one must have knowlcdge
in leading one’s life, such as knowledge about law, about morality and the importunce
of conducting onesclf according to one’s states and roies, 3) belict in consequences of action

and destiny.
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
