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Abstract

The study aimed to investigate the economic, social, communicative and
psychological factors affecting the loan repayment of farmer clientele of the Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC) and associated problems. Personal
interviews were assigned as a method of data collection. Two hundred and twenty six
farmers in Amphoe Rattaphum, Changwat Songkla were interviewed.

The findings revealed that most farmers were male with the average age of 48.3
and the number of children in each family was 3.3. Most farmers obtained formal
education at Grade 4. The average annual income was about 147,240.7 baht per
family. More than 90 percent of farmers were number of the Bank for Agriculture and
Agricultural Co-operatives. Farmers used loan in accordance with what they aimed.
Those who received inadequate loan could access to additional from external sources :
friends, selectives, and money lenders. A medium support from the BAAC was
perceived by the farmers. Loan could contribute to the well - beings of farmers
ranging from medium to high level. They were better - off. Farm size, total family
income and net eamings were positively correlated with the loan repayment. With regal
to associated problems, economic recession, indebt from external sources, natural
diaster were mentioned by most farmers. This inplies that the economic condition of

farmers result in the loan repayment.
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
