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ABSTRACT
This research aims to study the evolution of figh (jurisprudence) authorship in Patani
from its inception to the present. It also attempts studying the biography of Shiekh
Muhammad bin Ismail Dawud al-Fatani; followed by studying the methodology in the book
of " Wushah al-Afrah wa-Isbah al-falah" by the mentioned Sheikh.; Next by examining the
content of the book in question through an analytical study. The researcher in this study has

relied on collecting all material from related scientific sources.

The analytical study found:

1 - Evolution of Figh Authorship: The authorship in Patani began in 18 AD
and evolved considerably by the time scholars authored Figh books in Malay Javanese to
teach their children in Patani, thus the Fatani people priding themselves of such valuable
literature from then to date. In this sense local students and from abroad began learning the
science of Figh in addition to other sciences within Patani. However, the nature of authorship
Patani then focused only on the Principles of al-Shafi’i doctrine (sect), though it evolved to
accommodate other sects at the end of the 20" C., which resulted in the emergence of
consensus point of views and a different issues pertaining jurisprudence which engaged the
community to profoundly study Fighi in light of the principles of other sects, because the
nature of science of Figh needs indeed study, analysis and deduction.

2- Profile of the author:  The Shickh Muhammad bin Ismail Dawud al-Fatani, a
Malay known as " Sheikh Nikmat Kejik." Born in the village of born at Duyong island
Malaysia in 1844 and passed away in 1915; was buried at Ma’la’ cemetery in Saudi
Arabia. A prolific and renewed, learned scholar and an expert in Islamic Law. Among his

famous books are: Wushah al-Afrah wa Isbah al-Falah and al-Matla’ al-Badrain
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3-Content of the book: his book “Wushah al-Afrah wa Isbah al-Falah” is
considered one of Shafi'i Figh books; it comprises 64 pages written in Pattani Malay. The
author divided this book into two essential books: In the book he talked about the purity and
its related aspects, while in the second, about prayer and related matters.

4- How book was authored: “Wushah al-Afrah wa Isbah al-Falah" includes an
introduction, content and conclusion, and that is by taking the content and translating the text
transferred into the Malay language, (Malayu Pattani dialogue) such as Hashiah al-Bajuri,
Fath al-Wahhab, Rawdah al-Talibin, and al-Majmu’, among others.; as well as translating

the original Malay books he authored, such as Sabil al-Muhtaddin, and Mutla’ al-Badrain.

5 - The way of inference: In this book the author Shieckh Muhammad bin Ismail
Dawud al-Fatani made inferences from Qur’anic verses, Prophetic hadith, ijma’ (consensus),
Qiyas, and “urf (custom), and Tarjih where necessary. He quoted eight verses as inferences
though he did not indicate their chapters and numbers. As for the hadith he reported by
thirty, only one of them is written in Arabic, and the twenty-nine hadith he did not mention
their matin (text). but only translated then into the Malay. These ahadith are different in
terms of their degree of sihah (authenticity), da’f (weakness) and wad’ (fabrication). There
are  fourteen (14) authentic Hadith, nine (9) weak , and four (4) fabricated
ones. Furthermore, there are three (3) other Hadith whose matin and degree the researcher

did not find.
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
