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Comparison of the Learning Achievement on the Subject of Pathophysiology
for Thai Traditional Medicine Students between Mind Mapping Learning
Strategies and Traditional Teaching for Second Year Students in the Faculty of

Traditional Thai Medicine Prince of Songkla University
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to compare the learning achievement on the subject of
pathophysiology for Thai traditional medicine students of the students being instructed mind
mapping learning strategies and the traditional teaching, and the satisfaction level of students with
instruction mind mapping learning strategies. The subjects were 68 second year undergraduate
students, faculty of Thai traditional medicine, Prince of Songkla University in the first semester of
the academic year 2009. The subjects were separated randomly to the control and the experimental
groups each had 34 students, The research instruments were learning achievement test and
satisfaction scales with instruction of the students being instructed mind mapping learning
strategies. The data were analyzed by using t-test. The findings were as follows:

1. The learning achievement of the students after being instructed mind mapping leamning
strategies was significantly higher than before being instructed.

2. No significant different in the learning achievement of the students being instructed
mind mapping learning strategies and the traditional teaching.

3. The satisfaction with instruction of the students being instructed mind mapping learning

strategies was very satisfaction.
