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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to investigate the rate of transfer students, and to
identify the pattern of student transfer within Prince of Songkla University (PSU),
Pattani. Data were obtained from the database of Registration Office at PSU, Pattani.
Between 1999 and 2007, 13,232 students were admitted to four faculties. Of these,
480 transferred their major. The outcome variable was binary (transfer or not transfer
students) and determinants were faculty, religion and gender (a combined variable),
year of admission and duration of study. Logistic regression was used to obtain
independent adjusted effects of the three determinants on the probability of

transferring to another major.

The results showed that the overall percentage of students transferring majors was
3.6%. Of the faculty-religion-gender combined variable, the highest percentage of
transfer students was among Muslim male students from the faculty of Humanities
and Social Sciences (7.8%), admitted year 2004 (7.1%) and duration of study, transfer
students studying for 4 or more years (13.2%). After adjusting for year of admission
and duration of study, Muslim male students from the faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences had a higher rate of transfer than other faculty-religion gender groups

while non-Muslim male and female students from the faculty of Science and



Technology had lower transfer rates than the other faculty-religion-gender groups.
Students admitted in 2004 had higher transfer rates than those admitted in other years,
and students who had been studying for 4 or more years were more likely to transfer

than were students who had been studying for only 2-3 years.
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
