Title: Achievement Factors of Graduate Students, Faculty of Education Prince of
Songkla University

Researcher: Suwakon Yeesakul

Abstract

The research aimed at studying and comparing 7 factors that affected the
achievement of graduate students, Faculty of Education, Prince of Songkla
University within 2 years and more than on various variables: studying status,
marital status, working status and duration for completing their thesis/ minor thesis.
The participants were 163 graduate students of 2007-2008 graduation randomly
chosen. The research instrument was a questionnaire with the reliability of 0.950.
The statistics for analysis were T-test and F-test.

On 7 factors, the highest ranks on items asked were outlined : 1) self study
for more information (89.40%) on individual characteristics factor 2) the use of
supportive technology for the study (85.00%)on basic academic knowledge factor
3)the competency and intention of the thesis/ minor thesis advisor (85.00%) on

teacher’s competency, thesis/ minor thesis advisor factor 4)the content of the study in

relation to the thesis and minor thesis and students (87.40%) on curriculum and
instructional management factor 5) sufficiency of audiovisual aids, and the database

of the thesis and teaching materials (88.20%) on facility factor 6) the content of the
study in relation to the thesis and minor thesis and students (89.60%) on
environment factor and 7) minor thesis evaluation procedures (87.80%)on thesis/
minor thesis evaluation system factor. In addition, when compared between full-time
programs and part-time programs students, there was difference in environment
factor. Compared among various fields of study, there was a difference in teacher
competency and thesis/minor thesis advisor factor. Finally, compared between
minor thesis students graduated within 2 years and more than 2  a difference was
found on basic academic knowledge factor. Students also reported study problems :
insufficient time for studying , lack of learning enthusiasm, and data collection
limitation due to the unrest in the three southernmost provinces. The significant keys
which helped students graduate from the university within the prescribe curriculum
were their intention, responsibility, and study plans to conduct either their thesis or
minor thesis.
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
