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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to examine the level of amicable supervision on
media instruction of school administrations as perceived by teachers under
the Vocational Commission, Pattani Province, 2) to compare the amicable
supervision on media instruction of school administrations as perceived by
teachers under the Vocational Commission, Pattani Province according to
teaching class and teaching experience, 3) to gather recommendations for
improving amicable supervision on media instruction of school
administrations as perceived by teachers under the Vocational Commission,
Pattani Province Province. The samples used in this study were 132 teachers
under the Vocational Commission, Pattani Province. The tools for data
collection were divided into 3 sections: 1) general information, 2) It was about
amicable supervision on media instruction of school administrations as
perceived by teachers under the Vocational Commission, Pattani Province, 3)
recommendations on amicable supervision on media instruction of school
administrations as perceived by teachers under the Vocational Commission,
Pattani Province. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, T (t - test) with independent type and

and F (f - test). The results were as follows:

1. The result of the practice on amicable supervision on media

instruction of school administrations as perceived by teachers under the



Vocational Commission, Pattani Province was in moderate level both overall
and specifically.

2. The administers under Vocational Commission, Pattani Province
who performed teaching class difference would not overall and specifically be
different in amicable supervision on media.

3. In comparing on amicable supervision on media instruction of
school administrations as perceived by teachers under the Vocational
Commission, Pattani Province classified by teaching class was not overall and
specifically different.

4. The comparison of amicable supervision on media instruction of
school administrations as perceived by teachers under the Vocational
Commission, Pattani Province according to teaching experience was overall
and specifically different with statistically significant at the .01 level. The
vision of teachers about amicable supervision on media instruction of school
administrations as perceived by teachers who had more than 10 years
teaching experience was different and also less than those teachers who had
teaching experience less than 5 years and from 5 to 10 years.

5. Recommendations for amicable supervision on media instruction of
school administrations as perceived by teachers under the Vocational
Commission, Pattani Province, administrators and teachers under the
Vocational Commission, Pattani province should work together in solving
problems about production and the use of instructional media. School
administrators should hold meetings for teachers in order to exchange
opinions about teaching materials production. Also, it should have clearly
criteria for evaluation of teaching materials and the trainings should be held

to educate teachers on teaching media production.
