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Parents’ Decision Making on Sending Children to studying
at Private Schools in Pattani Province
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Academic Year: 2010

Abstract

This research was aimed to study and compare the
decision-making of parents on sending children to study primary
course at private schools in Pattani province. The factors were
distributed into category of private schools, occupations,
monthly incomes, and educations. The sampling groups were
from the parents whose children studying primary course at
private schools in Pattani province in academic year 2010
totaling 382 people. The tool employed was a set of checklist
guestionnaires with significant value 0.797. The statistics used
for data analysis was such as frequency, percentage, means,
standard deviation, T-test and F-test, One-way ANOVA and
compared the category of schools with Scheffe’s method. It has
found that;

1) The level of parents from private schools (primary
course) in Pattani province making decision in sending their
children to study primary course at private school that in general
stay in “medium”.

2) The parents who sending their children to study primary
course at private schools in Pattani province from different
categories and different levels of education have their decision-
making on it differently with statistical significance .05.
However, the parents with different occupations and incomes
have no difference in their decision-making.
