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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the English Vocabulary Skill and the factors affecting
the English Vocabulary Skill of undergraduate students at Prince of Songkla
University, Pattani Campus. The sampled subjects comprised 785 undergraduate
students from five faculties and one college enrolled in the second semester of the
2005 academic year at Prince of Songkla University, Pattani campus. The data were
collected using an English Vocabulary Skill Test and the university MIS database
which the demographic and enrolment details were matched by the students’ ID. The
results revealed that the mean score of English Vocabulary Skill Test was 5.4 from
10. Multiple regression analysis of the results showed that the students’ English
Vocabulary Skill was related to their seniority level, faculty and major field of study;
however, there was no association with their gender, religion, degree duration, high
school type, home province, and the time taken to complete the test. Additionally, the
students who performed the best were a group of 113 students majoring in languages
(Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Japanese, Malay and Thai) in the Faculty of

Humanities and Social Sciences.
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
