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ABSTRACT

This research aims at studying Surah al-Anfal and the key issues surrounding it
with relation to the issue of war and peace; we see the research informing us concerning the war
of Great Badr in a great detail by drawing up extensively a detailed plan for fighting, and
explaining what type of characteristics a Muslim should be equipped with, such as true
championship and standing in the face of evil, with all boldness, courage and steadfastness.

Despite the fact that the first case in that Surah is the issue of war and peace,
including other various cases branching out of it, the Qur’an does not consider this issue as a
philosophical question which has nothing to do with reality; rather, it views it as a realistic issue.

The aim of this research also is to study the war of the Great Badr, which was
the beginning of wars and the beginning of the Army of the Most Compassionate in the history
of Islam. Indeed, the war has a high position in the hearts of Muslims; it was named by Allah in
the Qur’an as al-Furgan (Criterion), and even it was named by some of the Sahabah as Surah
Badr, and those Sahabah who witnessed the war of Badr are those Allah has preference over
other believers.

The study deals with three methodologies, namely: the historical approach (also
called curriculum recovery), the descriptive, analytical approach, as well as bridging the
curriculum.

Then this study has demonstrated some objectives an several results which we
can summarize as follows:

1) That the Surat al-Anfal is one of the Medinan Surahs, which is concerned
with the legislation side, particularly with regard to jikad in the cause of Allah (SWT). This

Surah addresses some aspects of hostilities that emerged after some invasions, and included

many of the legislation, military provisions and Lordly guidance that must be followed by the
believers in their fighting enemies. It also addresses the part of peace and war, and the
provisions for captives and booty.

2) We can draw certain provisions pertaining to war and peace from surahs of
the Qur’an other than Surat al-Anfal, such as al-Bagarah, al-Maidah, al-Tawbah, Muhammad,
Yunus, as well as many more Qur’anic Surahs. We can likewise draw certain provisions about
war and peace from the biography of the Prophet (SAW).

The researcher also proposes that scholars interested in the provisions of war
and peace should have in-depth understanding of the texts mentioned from the main source: the
Qur’an and Sunnah.

Upholding the methodology of the early ummah in both word and deed is also
the way for this ummah’s advancement and retrieval of leadership. Nothing can better serve this
ummah other than what served previous ummah.

In conclusion, we pray that Allah (SWT) accept this work and make it a sincere
endeavor in His cause; and that its benefits maximize in this world and the hereafter. Our final

prayer is that all praises are due to Allah, the Lord of the Worlds.
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
