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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop HyperQuest lesson on
mangrove forests that align with standards of 80/80 and 2) to compare students’ learning
achievement before and after the use of the lesson. The subjects under study were 42
Mattayomsuksa 4 students from Satit School, Prince of Songkla University, enrolled in semester
2/2009. Based on purposive sampling method, 3 students selected for the pilot study of the lesson,
9 students for the efficiency test of the HyperQuest lesson, and 30 students for an experimental
group aimed at testing learning outcome of the lesson. Dependent t-test was then used for data

analysis.

The results showed that the HyperQuest lesson on mangrove forests had a high

efficiency level of 80.67/88.17, and students who were given HyperQuest lesson on mangrove

forests had higher achievement after the lesson, at significant level of .05.
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
