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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the effects of peer tutoring on English achievement
of the students with different multi - language cultural contexts. Two teaching methods applied in the
study were the peer tutoring using Thai as a medium one and using both Thai and Malay as a medium
of instruction. The sample groups comprised 80 students belong to two cultural language contexts :
Thai cultural context and both Thai and Malay cultural contexts of Matthayomsuksa two students,
during the second semester of the academic year 2010, from Dechapattanayanukal School, Pattani
province. The instruments used were : 1) 8 Thai of peer tutoring lesson plans 2) 8 both Thai and
Malay lesson plans 3) English learning achievement test at the level of reliability 0.864 using
KR - 20 (Kuder - Richardson 20). The statistics employed were the average standard deviation.
Analysis of variance test using the method of Hartley and the statistical pattern, based on ANOVA for
generalized randomized block experiment (fixed model), was applied through this research.

The results appeared : 1) There were the interactions between peer tutoring and multi - language
cultural contexts with statistical at the .01 level of significance. 2) The peer tutoring approach taught
to the students using Thai as a medium of instruction as well as peer tutoring to the students using
both Thai and Malay as a medium of instruction did not show any significant difference. 3) Students
using Thai in communication and those using both Thai and Malay learning through different peer

tutoring had English learning achievement at the .05 level of significance.
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
