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ABSTRACT

The present study is to examine and compare desired characters of
graduate study lecturers in the Islamic higher education institutions according to the
graduate students’ opinions regarding the following variabler, sex, year of study, [slamic
education level, institution, and place of origin. The sample consists of 38 postgraduate
students from the College of Islamic Studies, Prince of Songkla University and 172
postgraduate students from Yala Islamic University. Data collection instrument is self-
designed questionnairer composing of two sections. Section 1 consists of enquiries about
personal data. Section 2, employing Likert rating scale, enquires into desired characters
of graduate study lecturers in the Islamic higher education institutions in five aspects:
personality, teaching, research, academic service, and professional improvement.

The findings are as follow:

1. The desired characters of graduate study lecturers in the Islamic Higher
education according to the graduate students’ opinions are at high level ( X = 4.12).With
respect to each item, personality is the highest ( X = 4.36). While teaching comes second

(—)?= 4.24).and research is the lowest (}= 3.83).
2. In comparing graduate students’ opinions regarding the desired

Characters of graduate study lecturers, those with differences in sex, Islar_nic education
level, and institution are similar both in overall and in respective aspects. Those with
differences in year of study hold different opinions with statistical significance at .05.
Given respective aspects, there is no difference in the opinions found except in
professional improvement which bears difference with statistical significance at .01.

Those with differences in place of origin hold similar opinions in overall but different in
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teaching and professional improvement with statistical significance at .05 in respective

aspects.
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
