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ABSTRACT

The research aimed 1) to study the factors influencing sexual behaviors of students in Yala
Rajabhat University, and 2) to investigate the relationship between the factors influencing sexual
behaviors and sexual behaviors. The samples were 400 Yala Rajabhat University Students. The
instrument used for this study consisted of a questionair including five parts : Part | personal
characteristics factors, Part 2 the way to rear them, Part 3 the factor of receiving the sexual
information, Part 4 sexual behaviors and Part 5 the opinion about sexual behaviors. Statistical
analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation, chi-square and Pearson’s correlation
coefficient. The results were as follows.

1. Regarding the factors influencing sexual behaviors of students, three types of rearing
them influenced sexual behaviors at a moderate level. In terms of using the liberal ways to rear them
was at a high level. Using the dictated ways to rear them was at a moderate level. Using the ways
with no attention to rear them was at a low level. In terms of receiving sexual information, the
samples received sexual information in overall at a moderate level.

2. The relationships between the factors influencing the sexual behaviors and students’
behavior showed that gender, the dictated ways of rearing, the rearing them with no attention and
the receiving sexual information were negative significantly correlated with sexual behaviors at .01.
In terms of, age, educational level, accommodation and status of their parents were not correlated

with sexual behaviors.
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
