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ABSTRACT

This survey research aimed 1) to examine administrators’ academic supervision
process as perceived by heads of academic affair administration in Pattani Islamic private schools
according to following the five supervision processes; planning, organizing, leading, controlling
and assessing, 2) to compare the opinions of the administrators’ academic supervision process as
perceived by the heads of academic affair administration in Pattani Islamic private schools
differentiated by curriculums and school sizes, and 3) to gather problems and possible solutions
of the administrators’ academic supervision process as perceived by the heads of academic affair
administration in Pattani Islamic private schools.

The samples of this research were 1) 112 heads of academic affair administration
by using questionnaires, and 2) five administrators for interview. The research instruments were
the questionnaires consisted of 3 parts namely, the status of the samples, the questions about the
administrators’ academic supervision process as perceived by the heads of academic affair
administration in Pattani Islamic private schools and opened-end questionnaires about the
problems and suggestions to solve the administrators’ academic supervision process as perceived
by the heads of academic affair administration in Pattani Islamic private schools. The statistics for
data analysis covered percentage, average, the arithmetic mean, T-test and F-test.

The results of the study were 1) the overall image and in each issue of the
administrators’ academic supervision process as perceived by the heads of academic affair
administration in Pattani Islamic private schools were moderate. These academic supervision
processes were prioritized from high to low as follows: planning, leading and controlling 2) there
was a significant difference at the level of .05 among the heads of academic affair administration

in Pattani Islamic private schools of different cerriculums on planning and there was no difference



of opinions of the head of academic affair administration who were in different school sizes 3) the
most serious problem about the administrators’ academic supervision process as perceived by the
heads of academic affair administration in Pattani Islamic private schools concerning on the
supervisor was that they were lack of knowledge and experience about academic supervision and
the supervision manual and tool were out of date. It was found that there were seminars or
suggestions from professional supervisors about supervision and suitable and up to date the

supervision manual and tool continually.
