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ABSTRACT

This quasi-experimental research was conducted to compare the Performance
Competency in Primary Care Unit and compound knowledge, attitude and skills of the Health
Assessment, Health and Illness before and after treating Problem Based Learning Co-Curricular
Activities of Nursing Students at Boromarajonani College of Nursing, Suratthani. The
respondents were 49 senior nursing students, of Boromarajonani College of Nursing, Suratthani
for 2005, who attended the three-weeks Problem Based Learning Co- Curricular Activities
Program. The instruments used were :(1) Plan of Problem Based Leaming Co-Curricular
Activities Program. (2) Compound Knowledge and attitudes of the Health Assessment, Health
and Illness with reliabilities of 0.71 and 0.72. (3) Skills of the Health Assessment, Health and
Illness with reliabilities of 0.74. The data was analyzed using Percentage, Mean, Standard

Deviation and t-test.

The results of the study were as follow :

1. Improvement in knowledge, attitudes and skill on health assessment, Health and
Illness of the nurses students were evident on their performance and their scores increased
significantly. (P <.001).

2. Problem Based Learmning Co-Curricular Activities had improved efficiently the

competency of nursing students in knowledge attitudes and skills of the Health Assessment,

Health and Illness.
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
