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Abstract 
 

This research is aimed at studying the beliefs and Rituals of Muslims in 
Thungkru, Bangkok based on secondary sources of information which is collected from 
different sources and publication related to the belief and faith information and the Islamic 
principle. The field research is conducted through sampling group concentrating on 
educated people, seniors and members of the masjid (mosque) in Thungkru, Bangkok. For 
field research, related questionnaires were distributed to 370 people. 0.93 of Cronbach.s 
alpha coefficient was set and SPSS computer program was applied for data analysis in 
percentage. 

The documentary study showed that all Muslim must sincerely devote all 
kind of Islamic practice to Allah. All practice necessary due to Islamic rule (from al Quran 
and Sunnah). In case of Bid2ah (no basis in the al Quran and Sunnah) where is obligatory to 
avoid on the contrary in order to fulfill human requirement innovation for related daily 
human activities such as economic political and social aspects have been allowed if 
complied by Shariah. 

The result of survey study represented that Knowledge of Muslims in 
Thungkru, Bangkok  that is different from the Islamic knowledge, some of innovative are still 
practical.  Mostly Muslim wanted in good intention to worship Allah, in a way that was due to the 
Islamic rule. Unfortunately the practice has no basis from Islam. The factors support to the rituals 
such as the participation of  respected people in the rituals shown 97.84%, the traditional 
practices in the Thungkru society shown 96.22%  and the practices of  their predecessor shown 
87.03%.   
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The belief and Rituals of Muslims in Thungkru, Bangkok followed (1) 
Rituals in three days, seven days, forty days, and hundred days continuously, dedicating the 
reward to the deceased (e-zee-kubur). They believe that the spiritual of deceased still 
surrounding in the house represented 71.62%  (2) Rituals of the birthday of the prophet 
(Mawlid) which they believe this is a chance to recall the Prophet Muhammad represented 
38.92%  (3) Rituals of the last Wednesday of Safar Month which they believe this rituals 
protect them from any hardship shown 55.41% (4) having feast on Arshura.  in order to 
recall the big flooding disaster during Prophet Nur period shown 40.54%  (5) having sent 
on nisf al-Sha.ban (in the half of Sha.ban Month)   traditional practice without Islamic 
evidence shown 33.24% 

The result showed that the above deeds mostly practiced by conservative group  
average percentage 79.78%.  If the analysis of the factors that support the rituals such as respected 
people in the rituals and the traditional practices in the Thungkru society and the practices of their 
predecessor. Samples of the conservative group Focus on the religious rituals according to what is 
seen by most people in society. This is considered influential in their lives and the life of  this 
world and religion. The differences among the groups, which is a minority in society. There is no 
such rituals. Therefore, the validity of religious observance is not based on most people in society. 
But considering the validity of the provisions of a truly Islamic. 

Belief in all kind of rituals that were presented then. I noticed that people who 
rituals there in good faith in pursuit of goodness and grace of Allah, with all the enthusiasm, but 
without truly knowledge of the action. As a result, the various rituals. The proposed is not 
consistent with the principles of Islam. Therefore, knowledge is important, coupled with the 
goodness of Islam. Who believe everyone should keep learning. The knowledge of the goodness 
to Allah, so that's good, we can get him the most satisfaction. And will be rewarded in his faith, 
and the Everlasting. 
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
