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ABSTRACT

This research aims to indentify factors influencing quality culture of
workforce in public higher education institutions, using the pragmatism paradigm. A
convergent parallel mixed method research design was used, based on parallel
database variant and data-transformation variant. The population for this study is
146,332 workforces from 79 public higher education institutions in Thailand. The
samples for quantitative research are 765 workforces from 60 institutions which were
selected, using multi-stage sampling, and the samples for qualitative research are 18
workforces which were selected using, intensity sampling. Structured questionnaire
and structured interview were used for collecting data. Quantitative data analyses
were conducted using SPSS, and AMOS computer programs, while qualitative data
analyses were conducted by building a conceptual diagram based on the grounded
theory using, Atlas.ti computer program.

Analyses of the quantitative data revealed that the adjusted model

provide the best fit to the data () ’/df=4.07; RMSEA=0.06; GFI=0.95; AGFI=0.92;
CFI=0.96; SRMR=0.05). All standardized regression weights are significant at 0.05 and
0.01 levels. The factor loadings for all indicators ranged from 0.61 to 0.92. The factors
that affect the quality culture are perception of managerialism, trust in quality
assessment outcomes, quality commitment, communication for quality assessment,
and participation in quality assessment process. However, the attitude factor does
not affect quality culture.

As for the qualitative data, the analyses showed that factors
influencing quality culture are perception of managerialism, quality commitment,
trust in quality assessment outcomes, participation in quality assessment process,
communication for quality assessment, attitude to quality assessment, database
system, and knowledge and understanding about quality assessment. In addition,
quality improvement is associated to quality commitment and participation in quality

assessment process.



The meta-inference from side by side comparison of quantitative and
qualitative data analysis results revealed that perception of managerialism, quality
commitment, trust in quality assessment outcomes, participation in quality
assessment process, and communication for quality assessment influence quality
culture of the workforce. However, attitude to quality assessment is found only in
