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States, Problems and the Development of Mosque-based Islamic Educational
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Abstract

This study aimed to examine states, problems, and developmental guidelines of
educational provision for Mosque-based Islamic Educational Centres (TADIKA) in three
southern border provinces based on system theory framework. Data was collected through 1,095
questionnaires, group and individual interview and connoisseurship meeting to reach at agreed-
upon guidelines for TADIKA.

The results of the study are as follows:

1) States and problems of educational provision of TADIKA

In regard to environment, most of TADIKA are located in the country
area where majority of residents do farming. The factors causing problems in educational
provision of TADIKA are given priority to poverty, unrest situation, and community relationship
respectively.

In regard to input, the average proportion between male and female
teachers and learners is 3:4 and 55:63. Mostly, TADIKA receives budget from the government.
An average building is about 1 unit per TADIKA. And Mosque Based Fardh 'in Islamic Studies
Curriculum 2005 becomes compulsory for TADIKAs receiving financial assistance from the
government.

In regard to educational provision, it is indicated that TADIKA has the
inclusive educational goals giving an emphasis to knowledge, faith, practice, and social aspect.

Rather, it conforms to conservative educational philosophy. Teaching methods are focused on
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lecturing, memorizing, and practicing. A variety of instructional media are applied. TADIKA is
presumed as the place where peace is promoted and community identity is preserved. The top-
down administrative structure is obviously discemible. It is acknowledged that in TADIKA there
are aim setting, planning, budgeting, organizing, implementing, and evaluating. However, the
generally encountered problems are lack of clarity in work process and insufficient buildings and
budgets.

In regard to educational output, it is indicated that in general those who
graduated from TADIKA further their studies at Islamic private schools. Most of TADIKA
personnel are fairly satisfied with the learners’ achievement, their social status, educational
provision, and infrastructure and less satisfied with remuneration.

2) Guidelines for educational development of TADIKA

In the area of environment, the guidelines are composed of the work
plans of understanding the nature of TADIKA, the collaboration with community in educating
learners, and the collaboration with the government sectors in fostering the educational provision.

In the area of input, the guidelines consist of the work plans of the
development of administrators’ and teachers’ competency, the development of learners’
competency, the improvement of educational program, the development of budgeting system, and
the development of infrastructure and buildings.

In the area of educational management process,. the guidelines are
composed of various work plans i.e., the development of aim setting, the development of
technology and educational innovation, the development of psychological prospect, the
development of organizational structure, and the development of management system which
includes targeting, planning, resourcing, organizing, implementing, and controlling.

With regard to educational output, the guidelines consist of the work
plans of the development of learners’ achievement and the vefficiency of the educational

provision.
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
