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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the effects of summary writing by spider
map and group brainstorming on reading comprehension of Prathomsuksa Five students and 2) to
study the interaction effects between the summary writing and the group brainstorming.
The subjects were 80 Prathomsuksa Five students enrolled in the first semester of 2006 academic
year at Ban Yan Yao Municipal School, Phang-nga Province. They were equally assigned
randomly to four experimental treatment groups. The research instruments consisted of a practice
manual for each experimental group, two reading passages for practice, three passages for
experiments, and a reading comprehension test. The reliability of this test was .76. The scores of
the test were analyzed by using Completely Randomized Factorial Design in 2 X 2 Model
(summary writing X group brainstorming).

The findings were as follows:

1. The mean scores average of reading comprehension test by spider map summary
writing were higher than those by normal summary.

2. There was no difference between mean scores average of reading comprehension
test by 5-students brainstorming grouping and those by non-grouping.

3. There was no interaction between the types of summary writing and the types of
group brainstorming.

This research showed that the summary writing by the spider map is an effective

method. It is highly applicable in leaning activities for students’ comprehension.
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
