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Abstract

This research primarily aimed to examine the personal factors, psychological factors“and
learning behaviors affecting academic probation of students of Prince of Songkla University ,
Panani campus. The samples of this study were 340 undergraduate students of Faculty of
Humanities and Social Sciences, Faculty of Science and Technology. Faculty of Education and
College of istamic Studies. They consisted of 115 academic probational students (GPA 1.25-
1.99) and 225 non- academic probational students. (GPA 2.00-4.00) The data were analysed by
using basic statistics, Logistic Regression Analysis.

Thie study found the personal factors affecting academic probation as follow: 1) students
completed from public schools were less likely to have academic probation than those from
private schools 2) the higher GPA the students gained during secondary school, the less they get
academic probation 3) students who entered the faculty of their second choice for the Entrance
Examination were less likely to obtain academic probation than those who entered the faculty of
their fourth choice 4) Science students obtained more academic probation than Art students.
Finally, it was found that students preferring delay avoidance were more likely to get academic
probation than those without delay avoidance. However, this learming behavior variable had not
account for academic probatibh'.' No relationship was found among the vanables of psychological
factors: Internal locus of control, achievement motivation, attitude toward the University and

academic probation.
