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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are: (1) to study the rarity, importance and
background of offering verses of the Quran which are very closely related to the
maintenance of the whole of human life; (2) to study generally the miracles of the Quran,
especially the miracle of human creation; (3) to study the miracle of the Quran regarding
human creation via insemination and subsequent growth and development; (4) to study
theories and explanations given by both old and new generation Ulama in verses and hadith.

The research found that in the Quran there are many verses which speak about the
miracle of human creation which are beyond what science can explain by study using
modern equipment. For instance, the insemination and development of an unborn child in a
mother’s womb are mentioned in the Quran clearly in Surah Al Munin verses 12-14 which
can be explained into seven levels as follows:

(1) The man Adam was created from the element of earth and all human beings are
descendants of Adam, created by the fertilization of an ovum and a sperm cell. Both of
these cells come from bodies which are nourished by plants and water, and both bodies get
nutrients from the soil. (2) Creation from a drop of sperm that fertilizes the ovum of a
woman to insemination and was born as a fetus (3) Formation of a blood clot where the
sperm changes to a red mass, which after 23-24 days of fertilization will adhere to the lining
of the womb. (4) Formation of a mass of flesh, which is not yet a body, on days 25 to 26.
This then develops quickly up to week 6. (5) Formation of the skeleton and limbs marked
by several changes, for example the thigh bone is differentiated and grows longer and

stronger. (6) Formation of flesh around the skeleton, which begins in week 8. (7) Formation



of a fully formed human body beginning in weeks 9 to 12 which then develops slowly until

the spirit enters the body at 4 months from fertilization according to better opinion.
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
