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ABSTRACT

The study was aimed at (1) studying states and problems of the process of Using teaching
Aids in Islamic Studies of Primary School Teachers in Satun Province; (2) comparing the states
and problems of the process of Using teaching Aids in Islamic Studies according to genders,
qualifications, religions, secular subjects, teaching experience and school types; (3) evaluating
and recommending the states and problems of the process of Using teaching Aids in Islamic
Studies. The samples were 164 Islamic studies teachers at primary schools and 5 experts in Satun.
The instruments were questionnaires and interviews. Statistics used for data analysis included
percentage, mean, standard division, t-test and F-test.

The results indicated that the states and problems of the process of Using
teaching Aids in Islamic Studies were at the moderate level sorting in descending order as
follows: evaluating, managing and producing instructional materials, using instructional media,
purposing, adapting instructional materials, and requiring learner responses.

The Islamic studies teachers with different genders, Islamic educational
backgrounds, teaching experience and school types shared the common state of using
instructional media. However, as whole there were statistical significant differences among
Islamic Studies teachers in primary school level who have different secular education
background. Those significant differences were that of the use of teaching aids, student‘s

responses and evaluation.



It was recommended that the budget should be supported sufficiently to create
instructional materials ; teachers should create or adapt new instructional materials; teacher
should develop their own instructional materials; and academy and original affiliation should train

their teachers’ skills on using instructional media technology.
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
