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Abstract

This study aimed to study current environmental and health impact from tourism
activities, study the participation and the needs of the people in the environmental health
management form the tourism activities, study comparison between participation in
environmental health management from the tourism activities and individual factors, study
comparison between participation in environmental health management from the tourism
activities and impact on physical health, mental health, social health and spiritual health,
study comparison between participation needs in environmental health management from
the tourism activities and impact on physical health, mental health, social health and
spiritual health. The population in this study was the people in the Saladan sub-district,
Koh Lanta district, Krabi province. The sample of this study was 344 household by
accidental sampling technique. A quantitative research study ar-{d guestionnaires were
applied as tool for the study, and statistics for study are frequencies, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test and one way analysis of anova. Research result divided into 5
sections.

1. The study results the current environment showed that the environmental
medium and taken public. Construction had obscured views on many levels. Negative
impact on physical health, mental health, social health and spiritual health was moderate
levels, positive effects on spiritual health was many levels.

2. The study results people’s participation in environmental health management
from the tourism activities, showed that people’s participation in the process of find the
problem and the cause of the problem was moderate levels. The planning, the decision to
perform an activity or project, investment or perform an activity or project and evaluate
monitoring of people’s participation was low levels.

3. The study results people’s participation needs in the management of tourism.
showed that people’s participation in the operation and participation needs in the sharing of
benefits arising out of the operation held in high level. Participation needs in offering
opinions, planning and decision making and participation needs in monitoring and evaluation
was moderate levels

4. The study comparative of participation in the environmental health management
from the tourism activities showed that people who were affected towards health from

tourism activities was different such as physical health, mental health, social health and
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spiritual health had participate in the management of environmental health from tourism
activities significantly different the statistical level of .05.

5. The study comparative of participation needs in the management of
environmental health from tourist activities showed that people who had been affected
from the tourism activities on different physical health, mental health, social health and
spiritual health had participation needs in environmental health management from the
tourism activities significantly different the statistical level of .05.
