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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to 1) study and present a local wisdom
transmission of Pha Tho Kohyor in Songkhla province and Pha Tho Namuensri in Trang
province and 2) study and present a business management of Pha Tho Kohyor and Pha Tho Namuensri.
It’s was a qualitative research using document study, interview and participatory
observation. The population of this research were 1) local wisdom from Pha Tho Kohyor in
Songkhla Province 2) local wisdom from Pha Tho Namuensri in Trang Province and
3) Pha Tho Kohyor’s business operators and Pha Tho Namuensri’s business operation.
The research instrument were 1) the structure interview form for a local wisdom in
Pha Tho Kohyor and Pha Tho Namuensri 2) the observation form of a local wisdom
transmission and 3) the structure interview form for business operators in Pha Tho Kohyor
and Pha Tho Namuensri. The data was analyzed by analytic-induction method and
presented by description.

The study found that:

A local wisdom transmission of Pha Tho Kohyor in Songkhla province

Cause of the local wisdom transmission of Pha Tho Kohyor were: 1) the Pha Tho Kohyor
artisans had been familiarized with social and culture surrounding 2) the artisans learned
lifestyles of senior artisans 3) the artisan had supported from their teachers and 4) the
artisan wanted to developed their jobs. The process of transmission was to make the
learners get knowledge, skills and good attitude. There were the simple teaching plans,
the good tricks in local transmission and using most instruction media from Kohyor area.
The result of transmission were found that 1) Pha Tho Kohyor in Songkhla province will
be forever popular and was acknowledged 2) there were many professional artisans in
Kohyor. The problem and obstacles of transmission were 1) the little experiences in
weaving 2) there were discontinuous supported from government and private agencies
3) there was discontinuous supported in local curriculum and 4) there was a lesser

Cause of the local wisdom transmission of Pha Tho Namuensri were: 1) the
Pha Tho Namuensri artisans had been familiarized with social and culture surrounding
2) the artisans learned lifestyles of senior artisans 3) the artisan had supported from their
teachers and 4) the artisan wanted to developed their jobs. The process of transmission was
to make the learners get knowledge, skills and good attitude. There could used instruction
media in school, textile mills and Pha Tho Namuensri gallery. The result of transmission
were found that 1) in the future, Pha Tho Namuensri will have heirs 2) Pha Tho
Namuensri group always participated in religious activities 3) members had increased
earnings and 4) Pha Tho Namuensri group will be a community source. The problem and
obstacles of transmission were 1) the colors of hank was not same with original colors
2) to difficult to meet Pha Tho Namuensri’s members so artisans couldn’t transmission
weaving techniques.

The result of interview Pha Tho Kohyor’s and Pha Tho Namuensri’s business
operation.

Pha Tho Kohyor’s operation had inspiration from ancestors, Pha Tho Kohyor was
the family industry, Pha Tho Kohyor distribute their goods by retain and wholesale,
Pha Tho Kohyor advanced others competitors. For examples, weaving styles, quality and
marketing. Pha Tho Kohyor accepted many awards in national level. Most people in
Kohyor had high education, good career, well-being, sufficient life and increase earnings.

Pha Tho Namuensri’s operation had inspiration from ancestors. Althought in the
first time, she didn’t like. Next time she change her attitude because of conservation need.
Many government and private agencies supported to complete manufacture. Pha Tho
Namuensri distribute their goods by retain and wholesale. Pha Tho Namuensri advanced
others competitors. For examples, weaving styles and quality. Most people in Namuensri
district had high career, well-being for older persons, emergency borrow, high education,

and increase earnings.
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
