Title Critical Thinking Ability and Nursing Performance of Senior Nursing

Students, Faculty of Nursing, Prince of Songkla University

Abstract

This descriptive research aimed to study the level of critical thinking ability, the level
of nursing performance of senior nursing students, Faculty of Nursing, Prince of Songkla
University. The sample consisted of 102 senior nursing students who were studying in
academic year 2008, Faculty of Nursing, Prince of Songkla University. The instruments of
this study comprised questionnaires covering personal data of senior nursing students, the
level of critical thinking ability and the level of nursing performance. Reliability of the level of
critical thinking ability questionnaire was determined using Kuder — Richardson method and
the resuit was 0.73. Reliability of the level of nursing performance questionnaire was tested
using Cronbach’s alpha and the result was 0.96. The data were analyzed by using
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s correlation.

The result of the study revealed that most students had the medium level of critical
thinking ability at 79.4 percent of the total numbers of senior nursing students. In addition,
most students had the high level of nursing performance at 65.7 percent. However, critical
thinking ability was not significantly correlated to nursing performance (r = -.065, p > .03).

These data indicated that strategies for promoting critical thinking skills in nursing
students should be developed. Moreover, nursing educators should monitor student’s critical
thinking ability continuously in order to know critical thinking improvement and find out an

effective way to improve student's critical thinking ability.
