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The Risk Factors are Related to Thai Muslim Youth’s Aggressive Behavior

in the Three Southern Border Provinces of Thailand
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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to study the risk _factors relating to Thai Muslim youth’s
aggressive behavior in the t-hree southern border provinces of Thailand, and to study the most reliable ways
to solve the problems or prevent them from happening.

The research is both quantitative and qualitative. Quantitatively, the researchers collected data
by interviewing 4,320 Thai Muslim youth, and using R program and EcStat program (The Statistical
Expert System for Excel) in analyzing the data. Qualitatively, the researchers collected the data concerned
by in-depth interviewing, 30 key-informants and 3 roundtable groups, and using logical context
description in analyzing the data and comparing theoretical concept with the relevant research.

The research results are as follo'ws

1) Twenty two point three percent of Thai Muslim youth in the three southern border
provinces, as reported, had (ever) aggressive behavior.

2) There were not associations between Thai Muslim youth’s aggressive behaviors in the three
southern border provinces and their gender, staying location, family’s status, a serious punishment
experience, habit of watching cinema types, and addiction to types of games.

3) There were statistically significant associations between Thai Muslim youth’s aggressive
behaviors in the three southern border provinces and age, witnessing physical abuse between parents, and
Islamic nurture at .01 levels.

4) There were statistically significant associations between Thai Muslim youth’s aggressive
behaviors in the three southern border provinces and their religious knowledge level, and religious practice
level at .001 levels.

5) There were five significant risk factors that are statistically associated with Thai Muslim

youth’s aggressive behavior in the three southern border provinces, namely witnessing physical abuse

between parents, Islamic nurture, religious knowledge level, religious practices level, and addiction to

types of games.

6) The “Tarbiyah Islamiyah” Training Program was the most efficient solution and prevention

of aggressive behavior problems of Thai Muslim youth in the three southern border provinces of Thailand.
