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ABSTRACT

This project aims to gather 300 Korean grammars which use in dialy communication to
advance level. The data collected from the textbook which use in teaching Korean language
for the foreigners and 5 drama senario_s.

The result can conclude that : the Korean grammar can divided into two group (1) only
part of speech that the function as the grammar. We found 3 kinds of part of speech in the part
there are indepent noun, conjunction and adverb. (2) phrase or sentence which function as the
grammar. In the part of meaning we found into 7 kind of meaning (1) contrastive meaning (2)
rational meaning (3) order meaning (4) repetitive meaning (5) alternative meaning (6)refusing
meaning and (7) predicate meaning. The usage of these grammars some grammars appear the
same but some grammar different. For example some grammars use the ending which
consider form the appear or not appear of final consonant of the final syllable. Tense,

politeness and negative form are also the condition for the usage of the Korean grammar.
