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ABSTRACT

The main objective of this research was to investigate factors affecting
behaviors in wearing helmet of students in Prince of Songkla University (Hat-Yai
campus). Sample size of this study was 391 undergraduate students. The
questionnaire and observation were used as tools for data collection. Descriptive
statistics and Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient were used for data
analysis. The results showed that most of students were sophomore (41.69%),
female (61.89%), age over 20 years (68.29%), and in Faculty of Engineering (17.90%).
Approximately 76.98% of students had regularly used motorcycle for their
transportation and 60.36% had experience in driving more than 4 years. It was found
that 66.50% of students had no accident related to motorcycle driving. Majority of
students (59.54%) were wearing helmet while driving. The nurse students had the
highest score in knowledge about wearing helmet and related laws.The results also
revealed that the third year students and pharmaceutical students had the highest
score in attitude comparing to others.After the analysis of behavior, it was found that
male had higher score in behavior on wearing helmet than female. The economics
students had the highest score in behavior on wearing helmet whereas the students
in the faculty of Fine of arts had the lowest score. The students who used
motorcycle regularly had higher score in behavior than the students who rarely used.
The students with more than 4-year experience in driving had highest score in
behavior. The results of statistical analysis showed that knowledge and attitude had
positive relationship with behavior in wearing helmet while driving (p<0.05).
Knowledge had positive relationship with attitude (p<0.05). From the results of this
study, it was recommended that in Hat-Yai Campus, several activities should be used
in order to increase knowledge and behavior ofthe students such as leaflet
distribution, restriction of rule and regulation about using helmet, and increase
number of checkpoints in the university. Some activities that could benefit on
increase of positive attitude were also recommended such as introduction of helmet
wearing campaign, exhibition display on accidents related to transportation by
motorcycle, experience sharing on accidents among the students, and etc.
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
