Traditional Southern curries are renowned

for its use of local herbs; such as chilies, garlic, shallots,

galangal, lemongrass, turmeric and local ingredients.

They create strongly seasoned but balanced dishes that bring out the heady

scent of those herbs and spices to the forefront.

Every October, Vegetarian festival will be held in many Chinese towns such as
Hat Yai, Trang, Phuket and Surat Thani. The festival is to show gratefulness to gods
and heavenly beings for protecting the town and people. The Chinese residents are
dressed in white during this period for 10 days. They will practice spiritual cleansing
and merit-making by having Jay, a vegetarian or vegan diet. The word Jay is taken 5
from Chinese, and it means eight precepts observance. One of the eight precepts is
the avoidance of eating any animal meat. When people practice Jay, they also keep up
their actions, words, and thoughts.

Diker Hulu

Diker Hulu is a very popular folk
performance for Thai-Muslims in the southern border
provinces. It often occurs following ceremonies. Diker Hulu is mostly performed by
men; about 10 singers in the chorus with 2-3 leaders. They all wear the traditional
Muslim folk costumes that have three main components, which are clothing, body
accessories and head accessories. The show always presents on an open stage
without any curtains and the stage is quite low just 1 meter high from the ground
level. Before the show begins, the participants need to commence with a Wai Khru
ceremony to pay respect to and remind themselves of their god Allah and their
teachers. Some Diker Hulu bands perform a special honoring song to show respect
to their teachers before performing other songs. For the presentation, a chorus
will sit in a half circle at the back of the stage facing the audience. They sing along
while clapping their hands and moving themselves to the rhythm of music. The lead
singer stands to one side of chorus circle and sings songs. If there is a band
competition or duel, all the bands will sit on the stage but each in their own

separate circle. Then, the bands will take turns performing to show and then reply

which provides a lot of entertainment for the audience.

Nang Talung, a folk shadow puppet show
or “shadow play” is a very popular kind of

entertainment. It tells a story in a poetic form,

which is sung “wa bot” in dialect, combined with dialogues, and uses the puppets’
shadow on the screen to attract the audience’s attention. All these tasks are
performed by the Nang Talung puppeteer.

In performing, screen, lighting equipment, and Thai southern music are
main equipments. The actors are puppets including many characters such as
Ruesi (rishia hermit), prince and princess but the most well-known puppets are

comedians. They are the most important of the whole set. The comic parts are

the highlights of the show that hook the audience’s attention. People will talk

about the jokes and the funny bits and tell others about them.

Besides its entertaining value, Nang Talung’s lasting popularity from the
past to the present also rests on the sharp wit of the puppeteer who comments
on the social events through the puppets. This reflects the character of the
southern people who are keen on following social and political development.
Nang Talung has therefore been part of the social and cultural landscape of the

southern people throughout the ages.

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Unit 5 Local Occupations

What does your father do?

Most Southerners base their income living on agriculture. People who live on
the plain or between the mountains usually plant rubber trees or fruits. People who
live on flat plains are rice farmers. What they grow and what they do depend on
where they live.

On flat plains, the locals work as rice farmers. They wait for the firstrains to ¢
plow the paddies. Then the rice seedlings are pushed into
the paddies. When the rice plants turn to deep gold, it is time

to harvest. They still reap in group by hand with a scythe

or a more modern “Kubota”. The crops are left to dry on the ground for a couple of

days, and bundled into sheaves. Now the crop products are ready to sell. 10

On the mountain areas, they work as rubber
farmers. They use many kinds of equipment to do

their farming such as cup or Prok-yang, knives, head

lamps, rubber buckets and some chemicals. Rubber
farmers start the day around 2.00 - 3.00 a.m. to collectlatex from the rubber trees. 15

Abstract

The purpose of this study was to use southern local context reading materials to enhance
English reading ability, English vocabulary, and vocabulary retention by comparing the reading
ability of students studying English reading skills by using southern local context texts with that
of those using general reading texts. The study also investigated English vocabulary development
and students’ opinions toward the use of southern local context texts. The subjects were
Matthayomsuksa 2 students from two small- sized secondary schools in Sribanphot, Phattalung.
Students from the first school were in the control group studying English reading skills by using
general reading texts and those from the second school was in the experimental group studying
English reading skills by using southern local context texts. The study was conducted during the
second semester (November 2016-February 2017) of the 2016 academic year. The instruments
used in this study were: 1) reading ability test; 2) five units of southern local context texts; 3) ten
lesson plans on using the southern local context texts; 4) vocabulary and vocabulary retention
test; and 5) questionnaire asking for opinion towards southern local context texts. Mean, standard
deviation and t-test were used to analyze the obtained data. The findings were as follows: 1) the
English reading ability of both control and experimental groups significantly increased (p=0.01)
but there were no significant differences when compared the level of improvement between the
two groups except “reading for details” and “reading for main ideas” which the experimental
groups performed significantly better than the control group (p=0.01) 2) the experimental group
could develop vocabulary at 50.5 percent, but the vocabulary retention was significantly
decreased (p=0.01) 3) overall the students highly agreed with the use of southern local context
texts in reading skills practice, the teaching process, and the reading activities.
