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Abstract

This study was conducted in order to analyze the Bachelor of Arts Degree in
Languages Communication and Business Curriculum (new curriculum B.E. 2551), Faculty
of Liberal Arts and Management Sciences, Prince of Songkla University, Surat Thani
Campus by using the CIPPi Model. The purposes of this study were to 1) evaluate the
curriculum’s context, including its objectives as well as both its core structure and
course structure 2) evaluate the input of the curriculum including the teachers’
teaching load, their education and academic work, ratios of the teachers to the
students and the students’ GPAX. 3) evaluate the processes of the curriculum including
recruiting teachers system, teachers’ performance appraisal, evaluation and assessment
of learning management, and curriculum management 4) evaluate the product of the
curriculum including the number of students who graduated within 4 years, and the
results of TOEIC and HSK, and 5) evaluate the impacts of the curriculum by assessing
the students’ academic achievement and traits in accordance with the philosophy and
objectives of the curriculum.

The subjects of the study were 7 instructors, 45 fourth year students, and 29
employers. The research instruments were 3 sets of questionnaire and interviews with
the administrators, additionally, TOEIC and HSK tests were also used to obtain data.
Percentage, mean, and standard deviation were employed to analyze data
quantitatively.

The findings revealed that the overall appropriateness of the curriculum
context and input were at moderate levels whereas the overall appropriateness of the
process, the product, and impact of the curriculum were at high levels. Regarding the
results of TOEIC of HSK tests, it was seen that there were no students who achieved
the minimum required scores of 550 of TOEIC test, however, on the other hand there
was only one student who passed HSK level 3. The results from open ended

guestionnaire shows that the majority of subjects suggest the curriculum should be
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divided into two majors; Chinese language and English language. Moreover, a number
of foreign language courses as well as preparation courses for TOEIC and HSK tests
should be provided for the students. The research provided useful suggestions to

revise the curriculum.
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
