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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study 1) the effectiveness of using Visual Literacy
Strategies (VLS) to enhance reading and critical thinking abilities, when compared with the use
of reading instruction based on the school’s English reading curriculum. 2) the students’
opinions toward the use of VLS, and 3) the English reading attitudes and reading habits before
and after VLS activities, and to compare between the use of VLS and an instruction based on
the school” s reading curriculum. Eighty Mathayomsuksa Four students, studying at an extra-
large sized secondary school in Songkhla, participated in this study; 40 students formed an
experimental group with Visual Literacy Strategies and 40 students were in a control group
with an instruction based on the school’ s reading curriculum. The experimental instruments
included 1) 10 VLS lesson plans 2) a pre-post reading test consisting of reading texts and
questions based on critical thinking level of Bloom’s taxonomy (1956), 3) a questionnaire
asking students’ opinions on the VLSs lessons, and 4) a questionaire on English reading
attitudes and reading habits. Means, percentages, standard deviations and t- test were
employed in the data analysis.

It was found that the level of reading ability of the VLS group increased
significantly at the level of .01** signifying that using Visual Literacy Strategies yielded positive
results. A further comparison showed that the VLS group outperformed the control group,
making it fair to say that VLS is highly effective (t = 8.93). Regarding critical thinking ability,
the VLS group could improve their critical thinking ability significantly at the level of .01**.
Results from the comparison between the two groups indicated the higher scores in the VLS
group with the significant differences in the progression of all levels of critical thinking, except

Level three (application), in which there were no significant differences. Regarding students’

opinions toward the use of VLS, it was found that most students agreed with the use of
visual literacy strategies in English reading practice. The results related to reading attitudes
and reading habits indicated that reading attitudes and reading habits levels increased
significantly at the level of .01** signifying that the use of visual literacy strategies may

possibly enhance English reading attitudes and reading habits.

In the morning of July 1951 in the United States, a postman
wanted to deliver a, letter to Mrs. Mary Reeser, an elderly
woman who lived alone in an apartment block. When the
postman received no response, a Reeser's landlady, Pansy
Carpenter, offered to hand it to her. After knocking on the door
several times, the landlady tried turning the doorknob. It was
so hot that she cried out in pain. Fearing what might happened,
she asked two house painters, who were working on the same
seventh floor, to break into Mrs. Reeser’s apartment.

2 The men put their shoulders to the door and dpushed it open. A

blast of hot air hit them and they expected to see the room
on fire. Instead, they saw only a piece of wood burning. In the
same place, there were the metal springs of an armchair, some
smouldering bones and a slipper with “the foot” still inside!
It burnt off at the ankle!

3 The men put out the fire and called the police. The officers

looked around for signs of the cause. They saw only a layer of
soot on the upper part of the walls and some melted plastic
switches. Everything else seemed normal. A newspaper lying
near the small area of burnt floor was NOT even damaged!

4 The police suggested that Mrs. Reeser must have fallen asleep
while smoking and accidentally set fire to herself. However,
no one accepted this explanation. According to some experts,
the temperature needed to burn a body to the bone had to be
at least 1,500 degrees Celsius, and the burning cigarette could
NOT cause such heat. The experts, however, could not give a
satisfactory explanation either.

Abstract

This research aimed to study the effectiveness of using Visual
Literacy Strategies (VLS) to enhance reading and critical thinking abilities.
Eichty Mathayomsuksa Four students participated in this study; 40
students formed an experimental group and 40 students were in a
control group. Visual Literacy Strategies were practiced in the
experimental group whereas an instruction based on the school’ s
reading curriculum was taught in the control group. The experimental
instruments included 10 VLS lesson plans each comprising 10 reading

texts and activities. A reading test, used as the data collection instrument
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consisted of two reading texts and each had 12 questions based on
critical thinking level of Bloom’s taxonomy (1956). Percentages, means,
standard deviations and t-test were employed in the data analysis.

It was found that the level of reading ability of the experimental
group increased significantly at the level of .01** signifying that using VLS
yielded positive results. A further comparison also showed the significant
differences between the two groups, making it fair to say that VLS is
highly effective. Regarding critical thinking ability, the experimental group
could improve their critical thinking ability significantly at the level of
.01**. Results from the comparison between the two groups indicated
the higher scores in the VLS group with the significant differences in the
progression of all levels of critical thinking, except Level three

(application), in which there were no significant differences.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the students’ opinions toward the use of Visual Literacy
Strategies (VLS) and to compare between English reading attitudes and reading habits before and
after activities. The subjects were 40 Matthayomsuksa Four students studying at an extra-large
sized secondary school in Sengkhla in the second semester of the academic year 2017. The
instrurments included 10 reading lessons based on the VLSs, and two questionaires were used to
collect data related to 1) students’opinions on the VLSs lessons and 2) reading attitudes and
reading habits. Means, percenages, standard deviations, and t-test were used as the statistical
devices.

It was found that most students strongly agree with the use of visual literacy strategies in
English reading practice. The levels of reading attitudes and reading habits increased significantly
at the level of .01** signifying that visual literacy strategies can enhance English reading attitudes

and reading habits.
