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Abstract

Shoreline Artisnal Fisheries Development Project was subjected to the National Rural
Development Policy that has been focused on human resource development, people participation
was the main approach. So, Shoreline Artisnal Fisheries Development Project has supported the
villagers group forming to carry out the project isnplementation.

Objectives of this study are : 1) to study the background of Shoreline Artisnal Fisheries
Development Project. 2) to study the participatory behavior of members in carrying the project
implementation. 3) to determine influence of variables affecting project implementation
participation. and 4) to find out the recommendations for such project improvement.

Two shoreline artisnal fisheries development projects in Amphoe Pakpayun were
selected as a case study and 41 project members were informants.

Data and information on project implernentation were gathered by nonparticipatory

observation and questionnaire interviewing. The mayor findings are stated in the following,




1. Project implementation participation. Most project members (68.3 %) have
participated at hight level, and the minority (31.7 %) at low level.

2. Member’s a;:timdes towards project implernentation. Most merbers (over 80%) have
positive attitudes. Such attitudes are respectively : objective, project leader, project organization,
regulation of member status, communication method, supporting unit, budget and materials.

3. Factors influencing project participation of the members. Project operation attitude
factors, such as, communication methods, supporting unit, materials are related with the
participation. Besides, individuatity factor, that is having been another group member is another
factor relating to the participation.

4. Recommendation for improvement of the project. Project leader management skall
should be improved because such a person plays on important role for the success of the project.
Communication methods should be reviewed, so that members can be widely and rapidly
informed of the project operations. These two mentioned factors will affect participation in the
project implementation. For implementating rural development projects, government organizations
should emphasize on supporting management resources at the start-up and project
self-dependance.
