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Abstract 

The purposes of this research aim to explore 1) positive psychological capital, futuristic 

thinking, professional commitment and psychological applied for life of students 2) to compare 

positive psychological capital, futuristic thinking, professional commitment and psychological 

applied for life according to sex and university 3) to find out the relationship between positive 

psychological capital, futuristic thinking, professional commitment and psychological applied 

for life 4) to study an equation in order to predict futuristic thinking from positive psychological 

capital 5) to study an equation in order to predict professional commitment from positive 

psychological capital. 222 graduate students of Prince of Songkla University ( PSU) and National 

University of Laos (NUOL) were employed in 2019. Tools utilized were questionnaires of positive 

psychological capital, futuristic thinking, professional commitment and psychological applied 

for life with the reliability of .947, .941, .944 and .964 respectively. Statistical analyses employed 

percentage, X, S.O., t-test, Pearson's Correlation Coefficient and analysis of nonlinear regression. 

The results revealed that; 

Positive psychological capital of Prince of Songkla University (PSU) and National 

University of Laos (NUOL) students' were at high level and found the statistically significant 

differences at level of .01. 

Futuristic thinking of Prince of Songkla University (PSU) and National University of Laos 

(NUOL) students' were at high level and no statistically significant differences. 

Professional commitment of Prince of Songkla University (PSU) and National University 

of Laos (NUOL) students' were at high level and found the statistically significant differences at 

level of .01. 



Psychological applied for life of students of Prince of Songkla University (PSU) and 

National University of Laos (NUOL) students' were at high-highest level and found the 

statistically significant differences at level of .000. 

There were a positive statistically significant relationship but low between positive . 
psychological capital with futuristic thinking, professional commitment and psychological 

applied for life at the statistically significant at level of .01. 

Positive psychological capital show the positive relationship with futuristic thinking 

with the coefficient correlation 0.158 with the statistically significant at .01. and that can predict 

.158 or 15 percent. The regression equation was 

Futuristic thinking = 6.098 -1.790 (PsyCap) + .283 (PsyCap)2 

Positive psychological capital show the positive relationship with Professional 

commitment with the coefficient correlation 0. 250 with the statistically significant at 01. and 

that can predict 25.00 percent. The regression equation was 

Professional commitment = 6.073 -1.810 (PsyCap) + .294 (PsyCap)2
