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Abstract 

The purposes of this research are 1) To study the activities organizations that 
international students are interested and want to participate. 2) to study the factors affecting 
international students in activities participation. 3) to study the comparison of activities 
participation of international students by gender, country and class study. 4) to propose 
guidelines promoting international students' activities participation. The research surveyed 
55 Faculty international students of Islamic Sciences (FaIS), Pr~nc.e of Songkla University 
(PSU), Pattani Campus. The research tools and quality testing was a questionnaire and a 
focus group discussion of 33 students. Statistics in this research used frequency, 
percentage, standard division and presented a table for an explanation. 

The research results found that: 
1. The activities organizations that international students are interested and want to 

participate; most of them were interested in the organization of student clubs; for example 
Student Union and other clubs. The Types of activities, most of them want and are 
interested in participating in the activities as participation in International Relations and 
Coordination Activities. And in the academic year 2018, the type of organization that got 
the most participation is FaIS Student Club as a participant; International Student Club as 
a member, and Student Union as s participants. 

2. The results of international students' participation in student activities the overall 
picture is at a high level. The highest is benefits of activities participation, the average was 
4.08, and the second is by the students' interest in participation in student activities, 
averaging 3.91. The average value of the university and clubs activities receiving was 3.63. 

3. A comparison of difference between gander, country and class study of 
international students, FaIS, PSU in student activities, in general there is no difference. 
And when considering each aspect, it was found that all aspects were not different. 

4. Guidelines promoting for international students of FaIS, PSU, Pattani Campus 
in activities participation: 1) Needs and interest aspects it was found that PSU selection of 



representatives from international students is one of the committees of the student 
organization administration or student club representati"'e, supporting foreign students to 
participate in outside PSU activities; appoint a lecturer as an advisor of an international 
student group. There are specific activities for international students; add activities to 
develop and enhance English skills and having activities outside the PSU area. 2) Factors 
affecting in activities participation, it was found that unnecessary activities would be 
reduced; excessive activity; allow international students to p~icipate in only important 
activities, free or minimal activities, establish a clear schedule of activities and have 
communicated or translated into English or Arabic in'communication during the activity. 
3) In terms of receiving information on activities, the university and its organizations have 
to promote at least two languages (Thai and English); inform the President of the 
International Student Club to be a public relations representative to all international 
students; give a schedule of activities related to international student activity hours is at 
least 1 month prior before activities; organize meetings of international students at least 
once a semester, with student online pages in English to promote or communicate about 
PSU activities and news. 4) On the benefits to activities participating, it was found that 
there was an activity for international students to learn and get new experiences in different 
traditions and culture, enhance knowledge, enhance skills and absorb the experiences 
throughout the study period and allowing foreign students tt> ·participate in necessary 
activities at the university only. 5) In terms of student attitudes towards the overview of 
activities in the university, it was found that the activities set by the university were very 
good to create opportunities and develop student's skills, to be utilized in the future; 
developing students with potential and more efficiency demonstrate that academic and 
activities are equally important to students and the proportion of foreign students activity 
hours should be less than those of Thai students.
