The purpose of this study was to evaluate the quality of the Curriculum Evaluation 

on Master of Arts in Psychology (the curriculum revised in B.E. 2012) in four sections which 

were the context of the curriculum, the input factors of curriculum, the process of 

curriculum management, and the product of curriculum by using an evaluation model, 

Daniel L. Stufflebeam's CIPP Model. The Total amount of samples was 33 included 16 

current students, 3 instructors, and 14 graduate's employers. The research instruments were 

interview forms and questionnaires. The collected data were- analyzed using percen tage, 

mean, standard deviation, and content analysis. 

The results of the study were as follows: -

1) The context of the curricu lum found that the overall curriculum was appropriate 

at a high level. The objectives of the curriculum were suitable for the current social situation. 

It was matching with the needs of learners, the labor market, and society. It responded to 

learners in the context of a multicultural society in the southern border provinces, learners 

able to apply psychological knowledge to promote, prevent, and solve psychological 

problems in multicultural societies. 

2) The input factors of the curriculum found that the overall curriculum was appropriate 

at a high level. The structure and content of the curriculum were reliable with the purpose 

of the curriculum. Besides, the factors regarding the qualifications of the teachers and 

learners are appropriate. The number of classrooms is sufficient for teaching and learning. 

The media/ technology and facilities that were suitable for instruction, Internet network 

system were at medium level. 

3) The process of curriculum management found that the curriculum was at a high 

level. There was a process of teaching and learning focusing on student-centered emphasis 

and the development of 21st-century learning skills. There were also additional curriculum 

projects/activities that align with the course content encouraging learners to create mutual 

learning between students and teachers. There was modern internet networking, a library for 

searching for information, textbooks, research papers. The environment was suitable for 

teaching and learning. They were evaluated based on a clear evaluation and cou ld be 



verified. The course had a thesis process that followed the regulations, rules, and timeline, 

and students can use the knowledge gained as a guide for their thesis. 

4) The product of curriculum found that the curriculum was at a high level in terms 

of knowledge gained from studying psychology courses that could meet the needs of the 

learners to gain knowledge, understanding, and expertise in psychology. The curriculum was 

at the highest level regarding making learners and graduates have professional morals and 

ethics, understanding and accepting differences between indiv;duals, society, and cultures. 

The overall opinion was at a high-level, consisting of moral, ethical, interpersonal skills and 

responsibility, cognitive skills, knowledge skills, and information technology skills, 

respectively. Academic Achievement as a result of the thesis examination, most of the 

learners passed at a satisfactory level, and most of them graduated beyond the duration of 

the course.
