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Correlation between Students’ Learning Achievement and Other Factors

The students-in this study possess similar characteristics and background and
hence the factors which are possible 1o influence the English language Achievement

are quite similar. They are:

Sex: Most of the subjects in this study are female (female = 88.8%, male =
11.2%).

Age: Their age ranged from 19-25, and most of them are 20 years old
(70.4%).

Religion: Most subjects are Buddhist. (Buddhist = 83.7%, Christian = 1%,
Muslim = 15.3%). _

Hometown: The subjects mostly come from southern provinces, only one
from Samuthprakarn. The highest number is from Songkhla (69.4%).

Parents’ marital status: 84.7% of the students are from the family with both
parents, 6.1% single parent , and 9.2% with deceased father.

Previous school: 99% of the subjects come from schools in the south.

First exposure to English: 90.2% began learning English when they were in
primary school. The rest started in pre-school.

Years of learning English: 61.2% have ten years of learning English.

This information showed that factors involving the subjects were similar. To
ensure that each factor did not affect the achievement in the study, correlation
between the achievement and each factor is computed to show that there is no
relationship between the achievement and sex, age, religion, hometown, parents’
marital status, previous school, first exposure to English, and length of learning
English.
