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Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive research were to explain self-care agency,
quality of life, and relationships between self-care agency and quality of life, as well as
variances of self-care agency and quality of life by using patients’ basic conditioning
factors, personal factors (educational background, family income, marital status, and
religion) and health factors (functional class, post surgery complications, and period of
time after surgery), as their predictors. The sample consisted of 100 post open heart
surgery patients. They were recruited purposively according to inclusion criteria. The
instruments used in this study included three questionnaires: (1) demographic data form,
(?) self-care agency questionnaire, and (3) quality of life questionnaire.

The results of this research revealed that:

1. The post open heart surgery patients had mean of total seli-care agency
score = 5,22 (SD = .47). The highesl mean sublotal of self-care agency score was that
for knowledge of sell domain (X = 5.35, SD = .50). The lowest mean subtotal of self-care
agency score was that for judament and decisions affecting production of self-care
domain (X = 5.11, SD= .52).

2. The post open heart surgery patients had mean of total quality of life score =
24 54 (SD = 2.94). The highest mean subtotal of quality of life score was that for family
domain (X = 26.60, SO = 3.24). The lowest mean subtotal of quality of life score was that
for sociogconomic domain { X = 23.24, SD= 3.99).

3. There was a significantly positive relationship between self-care agency and

quality of life (r = .59, p < .01).



4. The results of stepwise multiple regression analysis showed that 14 percent of
the wariance in total self-care agency score could be explained by two significant
predictors, i.e., patients’ functional class and family income (p = .05).

5. The results of stepwise multiple regression analysis showed that 23 percent of
the variance in total gquality of life score could be explained by two significant predictors,
i.e., post surgery complications and period of time after surgery (p < .05).

The findings can be used to guide nurses and other health care providers in

promoting self-care agency and quality of life for post open heart surgery patients.
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
