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Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive research were to study 1) perceived physical
discomfort, social support and life satisfaction in chronic renal failure patients treated with
hemodialysis 2) the relationship between perceived physical discomfort, social support and
life satisfaction in chronic renal failure patients treated with hemodialysis 3) the ability to

predict life satisfaction by the variances of perceived physical discomfort, social support

and demographic variables in chronic renal failure patients treated with hemodialysis.
Lazarus and Cohen’s factors impact life satisfaction model was used as the theoritical
framework. The sample composed of 100 chronic renal failure patients treated with
hemodialysis at the Kidney Foundation of Thailand in Priest’s Hospital. Each of them
voluntarily participated by completing 4 questionnaires including demographic questionnaire,
perceived physical discomfort, social support and life satisfaction. The results of this study
are the following :

1. Chronic renal failure patients treated with hemodialysis had a low perceived
physical discomfort, a moderate social support and a moderate life satisfaction.

2. There was a significantly negative correlation between perceived physical
discomfort and life satisfaction at the .01 level. (r=-.4149)

3. There was a significantly positive correlation between social support and life

satisfaction at the .01 level. (r=.6448)
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4. The result of the stepwise multiple regression analysis showed that social
support and perceived physical discomfort were able to predict 51 percent of variance of

life satisfaction at .01 level of significance.
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
