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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive research study was to assess 1) perceived physical
discomfort of AIDS patients ; 2) received caring from nurses by AIDS patients 3) hope of
~ AIDS patients ; 4) the relationship between perceived physical discomfort, received caring
and hope of AIDS patients. The sample composed of 60 symptomatic HIV patients
_admitted at Bumrasmaradoon hospital. The sample were selected by purposive sampling.
Subjects were interviewed by using a structure questionnaire including 4 main parts.
1) a demographic questionnaire , 2) a perceived physical discomfort questionnaire,
3) a received caring questionnaire and 4) a hope questionnaire. The result of this study are
as follows .
1. patients perceived in physical discomfort at a moderate level and had a high
score of physical discomfort from weakness.
2. patients perceived in received caring at a moderate level and had a high score of
received caring from structural management and technology.
3. patients perceived in hope at a moderate level and had a high score of hope in
affiliative dimension.
4. There was a significant negative correlation between perceived physical
discomfort and hope at the .01 level. (r=-.3715)
5. There was a significant positive correlation between received caring and hope
at the .01 level. (r = .4353) |
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
