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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study
conditions and compare the differences in people’s
participation in provincial projects under the budget proposed
by the representaﬁive of Satun Province, in four aspects,
namely ideas, decision-making, implementation and follow-up
and evaluation. The data collected from the sample population

included gender, age, educational level, income, family size,

duration of residence in the area, status as being or
having been a community leader. Problems relating to
people’s participation in such projects were identified and
recommendations were made. The tool used in collecting the
data was a questionnaire consisting of 3 parts: general
information, 1level of participation in provincial projects
and opinions about problems, obstacles to and suggestions
about projects. The sample population consisted of 378
heads of households in villages where there were projects

under the budget proposed by the representative of Satun

The data were analyzed using SPSS (Statistical

for the Social Sciences) computer progran,

»centage and Chi-square at a significant level of 0.05.

It was found that peopie in Satun Province who
‘differed in gender, age, educational level, income, family
size and duration of residence in the area did not differ in
their participation in the said provincial projects under
the budget proposed by the representative. A comparison of
current " of post community leaders with people who had never
been leaders, revealed however that they did differ in their
participation in such projects. In regard to problems and
;Gbétacles to people’s participation in the aforesaid
provincial, it was found that people did not have either
: sufficient or sufficiently clear knowledge and understanding
of the budget proposed by their representative. It was also
found that the budget was insufficient and arrived late; the
project operations did not receive adequate cooperation form
concerned agencies; contractors were below standard: their

work was of low quality and not cost effective.
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
