Abstract

This research concentrated on problems and solutions
in Provincial Development Planning of the Regional Government
Offices. Factors studied related to planning data,quality
and quantity of personnel , budgeting,structure and function
of Regional Government Offices, coordinating among village
councils, Tambol councils, district development councils

and provincial development councils .

The scope of this research was limited to
Provincial Development Planning in the Provincial Development
Projects, <financially supported for Regional and Local
Government, fiscal years 1992 to 1994,allocated for Changwat
Songkhla. The chiefs of 127 Regional Government Offices in
Changwat Songkhla participated in the projects.
Questionnaires were directly distributed to these chiefs and
documents related to Provincial Development Planning were

used for analysing.
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The findings showed that problems of Regional
Government Office are as follow

1. planning personnel are not suitable ,
quantitatively and qualitatively

2. budgets for planning are not properly allocated

3. coordination among village councils, Tambol
councils, district development councils and provincial
development councils are inefficient

4. poor quality of data

5. structures is not well design

In this study, causes and solutions to each of the
above problems were found. In the final part of this
thesis,the author has recommended several solutions to
problems of Provincial Development Planning, derived fronm
his own experience and integrated with answers obtained.
The researcher expects that his recommendations, if well
implemented, the future Provincial Development Planning

would be improved.
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
