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ABSTRACT 
 
 This study focuses on relation between self-discipline and individual behavioral factors 
effecting to accidents, the charging in case of the traffic rule violation in order to reduce traffic 
accidents and the traffic rule violation among the motorcyclists. Four hundred and eighty-five 
secondary school students who ride motor cycles in Songkhla province were chosen as the subjects 
of the study, the questionnaire and the self-discipline-assessment forms were used as the research 
instruments.  
 The findings of the research revealed that more male students were charged in having traffic 
rule disobedience than female students. The students whose riding experiences are more than 4 years 
broke the traffic rules more frequently than those whose riding experiences are less than 2 years. It 
was also found that the students who have high self-discipline are likely to cause less accident than 
those who have low self-discipline. They were interaction between the class-intervals and self-
discipline to the occurrences of the accident. The students is in the third level and high self-
discipline less accidents than other groups.
