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Abstract

The objectives of the research were to study 1) the social, physical and
psychological factors of teachers in the Rural Development Project of Agricultural
Colleges in Southemn Thailand 2) the opinions of the teachers towards curriculum
and curriculum development, and towards evaluation of teaching and leaming
methods, supervision programs and utilization of the project budget. Problems
confronting the teachers at work were examined. A simple random sampling
method was used to draw 134 cases from the population of teachers working with
the Rural Development Project.

The majority of teachers were male with an average age of 37 years and
married.

The majority of teachers had a bachelor degree in agriculture and basic
subjects. l‘They acquired further knowledge through training, seminars, study tours,
television and radio programs, books as well as educational documents relating to
agriculture. The majority of teachers had no problems with trevelling from the
agricultural colleges to the teaching sites of the projects but they had a problem
with an overlaping of a project teaching times with regular teaching time in the
agricultural colleges. They were the project leaders, the head of the department

and sub-departments. They worked with the agricultural collages for 12.5 years.
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The majority of teachers thought that oppotunities of furthering

knowledge while they were on the job in moti

in Southern Thailand project. Moreover, the teachers thought that a capable
project teacher should be recruited from experienced agricultural college teachers in
the areas. The teachers agreed moderately with the project supervision program,
evaluation of teaching and leaming method, teaching methods, utilization of the
project budget, curriculum and curriculum development. However, they had
moderate problems with curriculum and curriculum development, evaluation of
teaching and learning methods, teaching methods, utilization of the project budget
and supervision programs.

The study clearly showed that there was no relationship between the
social, physical and psychological factors and opinions of the teachers working

with the Rural Development Project.
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
